Course Description: This is an one-semester theory course on intermediate macroeconomics. With aid
of quantitative instruments from a rich set of tool kit, the course aims to push up understandings of macro
stylized facts as well as policy discussions to a more rigorous level. For purpose of teaching convenience, the
course is dichotomized into classical theories of long-run growth and short-run uctuation. The long-run
part mainly deals with theoretical decipherment of empirical evidences that countries diverge, by income per
capita or by other measures of individual well-beings, and cluster into di erent \clubs'; The short-run part,
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I will not give any early or make-up exams. In the case that you have to miss any of the midterms
because of a family or medical emergency, and only if you provide documentation to justify that ab-
sence, the weight for the corresponding midterm will be added to the nal exam.
